Refractor/lens should be washed in a solution of warm water and any mild, non-abrasive household detergent,
rinsed with clean water and wiped dry. Should optical assembly become dirty on the inside, wipe refractor/lens and clean in above manner, replacing
damaged gaskets as necessary.

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B. Luminaire: 2. Remove the wall plate from the luminaire.
Secure the wall plate to the switch box via
fasteners provided (find hardware bag under
carton flap). Note the orientation markings
“UP?”.

1. Ensure the switch box (by others — see
page 3) is mounted at a height that sets the
center of the box 20-3/8in from the anticipated

finished floor.

3. For IP66: Remove the gasket with a putty knife (or similar, by others) and apply a thin layer of caulk on
the inner edge / full perimeter of the faceplate as shown below. The faceplate perimeter must be fully
sealed by others to maintain the IP66 rating. Removal of the luminaire after installation will require
reapplication of caulk to restore the seal. *With the gasket (without caulk), the fixture is rated for Wet

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4. Make electrical connections. Hook faceplate on
to top flange of the wall plate. Lower faceplate and
rotate the bottom to cover the wall plate entirely.

5. While holding the faceplate firmly against the
wall, use a precision flat blade screwdriver to
tighten the set screws (2x) in the bottom of the

faceplate until they will no longer turn (fully engage
wall plate bottom flange).
