Regular fixture maintenance programs are recommended.
  It will occasionally be necessary to clean the outside of the refractor/lens. Frequency of cleaning will depend on ambient dirt level and minimum light 

output which is acceptable to user. Refractor/lens should be washed in a solution of warm water and any mild, non-abrasive household detergent, 
rinsed with clean water and wiped dry. Should optical assembly become dirty on the inside, wipe refractor/lens and clean in above manner, replacing 
damaged gaskets as necessary.

DO NOT INSTALL DAMAGED PRODUCT! This luminaire has been properly packed so that no parts should have been damaged during transit. 
Inspect to confirm. Any part damaged or broken during or after assembly should be replaced.

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A. Identification of HPL Mount Luminaire. Continued
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HPL INSTALLINSTRUCTIONS 4

8 pcs – Wood Screw #8 x 1-1/2”

Wood screws for attaching fixture flange to prepared 
drywall ceiling.

B. Make drywall opening and attach blocking

• HPL drywall opening width 3-13/16”± 1/8”
• HPL drywall opening lengths 24-1/4”, 36-1/4”, 48-1/4”, 

72-1/4”, 96-1/4”. All dimensions ± 1/8”

HPL drywall blocking lengths 26”, 38”, 50”, 74”, 98”. All 
dimensions ± 1/8”. Typical blocking material: standard 
2X4.

Assemble blocking flush to sides and centered along 
length of opening in drywall ceiling using drywall screws.

Install fixture in ceiling opening:
• Test fixture before installation.
• Insert fixture into drywall opening.
• Use provided #8 x 2” wood screws to attach through 

holes in fixture ceiling trim.

Access Plate

KOs in top of 
enclosure

Installed fixture

Blend to drywall ceiling.

Wood screws 
through fixture trim

Make electrical connections:
• Locate and remove access plate.
• Make electrical connections through knockouts 

in top of enclosure.
• Remove knockout from top of Enclosure to wire 

fixture. Remove only knockouts required.
• Wire according to local codes.
• Reattach Access Plate. Torque screws to 15 

in-lbs.
