Slide the main part of the T-bar clip onto the ceiling grid (not provided). Then insert the other part of 
clip onto the grid, snap in to secure both sections into place. Or align the twist clip with the ceiling 
grid and rotate the clip until it locks firmly onto the grid.

Measure the distance between the grippers, then mark this measurement on the ceiling grid (not 
provided). If necessary, slide the clip over if something is obstructing the marked point.

Lift fixture until the 10-32 standoff and the threaded rod adapter meet. Proceed to unthread adapter 
from threaded rod (not provided). As you do, the adapter will engage with the 10-32 standoff. 
Continue until adapter is flush against the fixture.

Note: Do not handle fixture by the lip.

Install 3/8" threaded rod (not provided) to above structure. The bottom end of the threaded rod 
should be between 5/8”- 1 1/4” above the top of the fixture. Thread the threaded rod adapter on to 
the threaded rod to the maximum depth possible.
